JESUS CHRIST IS COMING AT “THE LAST DAY”

JESUS CHRIST SAYS ALL UNBELIEVERS WILL BE JUDGED IN THE LAST DAY:

“He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges him--the word that I have spoken will judge him in
the last day” (John 12:48 NKIJV). (We are in the last days see Hebrews 1:1-2.)

JESUS CHRIST SAYS ALL BELIEVERS WILL BE RAISED TO EVERLASTING LIFE AT THE LAST DAY:

“And this is the will of Him who sent Me, that everyone who sees the Son and believes in Him may have everlasting life; and I will
raise him up at the last day” (John 6:40). (“The last day” see John 6:39, 44, 54; 11:24.)

JESUS CHRIST SAYS THE HOUR IS COMING WHEN ALL BELIEVERS AND ALL UNBELIEVERS WILL BE
RAISED AND JUDGED AT THE LAST DAY:

“And has given Him authority to execute judgment also, because He is the Son of Man. Do not marvel at this; for the hour is
coming in which all who are in the graves will hear His yoice and come forth--those who have done good, to the resurrection of life,
and those who have done evil, to the resurrection of condemnation” (John 5:27-29).

THE APOSTLE PAUL SAYS ALL LIVING UNBELIEVERS WILL BE DESTROYED WHEN ALL BELIEVERS
ARE RAISED AT THE DAY OF THE LORD AT THE LAST DAY:

But I do not want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning those who have fallen asleep, lest you sorrow as others who have no hope.
For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him those who sleep in Jesus. For this we say to you by
the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are asleep.
For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the
dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the
Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with the Lord. Therefore comfort one another with these words. But concerning the
times and the seasons, brethren, you have no need that I should write to you. For you yourselves know perfectly that the day of the
Lord so comes as a thief in the night. For when they say, "Peace and safety!" then sudden destruction comes upon them, as labor
pains upon a pregnant woman. And they shall not escape. But you, brethren, are not in darkness, so that this Day should overtake you
as a thief (1 Thessalonians 4:13-5:4).

JESUS CHRIST SAYS ALL LIVING UNBELIEVERS WILL BE DESTROYED WHEN ALL BELIEVERS ARE
RAISED AT THE DAY OF THE LORD AT THE LAST DAY:

Then He said to the disciples, "The days will come when you will desire to see one of the days of the Son of Man, and you will not see
it. And they will say to you, 'Look here!" or 'Look there!' Do not go after them or follow them. For as the lightning that flashes out of
one part under heaven shines to the other part under heaven, so also the Son of Man will be in His day. But first He must suffer many
things and be rejected by this generation. And as it was in the days of Noah, so it will be also in the days of the Son of Man: They
ate, they drank, they married wives, they were given in marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, and the flood came and
destroyed them all. Likewise as it was also in the days of Lot: They ate, they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they built;
but on the day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven and destroyed them all. Even so will it be in
the day when the Son of Man is revealed. In that day, he who is on the housetop, and his goods are in the house, let him not come
down to take them away. And likewise the one who is in the field, let him not turn back. Remember Lot's wife. Whoever seeks to
save his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life will preserve it. I tell you, in that night there will be two men in one bed: the one
will be taken and the other will be left. Two women will be grinding together: the one will be taken and the other left. Two men will
be in the field: the one will be taken and the other left." And they answered and said to Him, "Where, Lord?" So He said to them,
"Wherever the body is, there the eagles will be gathered together" (Luke 17:22-37).

THE APOSTLE PETER SAYS WHEN JESUS COMES AT THE DAY OF THE LORD THE HEAVENS AND THE
EARTH WILL BE DESTROYED AND THE NEW HEAVENS AND EARTH REDEEMED AT THE LAST DAY:

Knowing this first: that scoffers will come in the last days, walking according to their own lusts, and saying, "Where is the promise of
His coming? For since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning of creation." For this they willfully
forget: that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of water and in the water, by which the world that
then existed perished, being flooded with water. But the heavens and the earth which are now preserved by the same word, are
reserved for fire until the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men. But, beloved, do not forget this one thing, that with the
Lord one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day. The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count
slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. But the day of the
Lord will come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens will pass away with a great noise, and the elements will melt with
fervent heat; both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up. Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what
manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness, looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of




which the heavens will be dissolved, being on fire, and the elements will melt with fervent heat? Nevertheless we, according to His
promise, look for new heavens and a new earth in which righteousness dwells (2 Peter 3:3-13).

JOB SAYS THE RESURRECTION WILL NOT TAKE PLACE UNTIL THE HEAVENS ARE DESTROYED AT
THE DAY OF THE LORD AT THE LAST DAY:

So man lies down and does not rise. Till the heavens are no more, They will not awake Nor be roused from their sleep
(Job 14:12).

THE APOSTLE PAUL SAYS BELIEVERS ARE RAISED AT THE LAST TRUMPET AT THE LAST DAY:

Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed-- in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at

the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this corruptible
must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. So when this corruptible has put on incorruption, and this mortal
has put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written: "Death is swallowed up in victory. O Death, where is
your sting? O Hades, where is your victory?" (1 Corinthians 15:51-55).

JESUS CHRIST SAYS THE LAST TRUMPET SOUNDS AFTER THE TRIBULATION AT THE LAST DAY:

"Immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light; the stars will fall from
heaven, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken. Then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in heaven, and then all the tribes
of the earth will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of heaven with power and great glory. And He will
send His angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they will gather together His elect from the four winds, from one end of
heaven to the other” (Matthew 24:29-31).

THE APOSTLE PAUL SAYS THE MAN OF SIN IS REVEALED BEFORE ALL BELIEVERS ARE GATHERED TO
JESUS CHRIST AT THE LAST DAY:

Now, brethren, concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our gathering together to Him, we ask you, not to be soon
shaken in mind or troubled, either by spirit or by word or by letter, as if from us, as though the day of Christ had come. Let no one
deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin is revealed, the son of
perdition, (2 Thessalonians 2:1-3).

THE APOSTLE JOHN SAYS THE DAY OF JUDGMENT IS AT THE SEVENTH TRUMPET AT THE LAST DAY:

Then the seventh angel sounded: And there were loud voices in heaven, saying, "The kingdoms of this world have become the
kingdoms of our Lord and of His Christ, and He shall reign forever and ever!" And the twenty-four elders who sat before God on their
thrones fell on their faces and worshiped God, saying: "We give You thanks, O Lord God Almighty, The One who is and who was
and who is to come, Because You have taken Your great power and reigned. The nations were angry, and Your wrath has come, And
the time of the dead, that they should be judged, And that You should reward Your servants the prophets and the saints, And
those who fear Your name, small and great, And should destroy those who destroy the earth." (Revelation :11:15-18).

Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away. And there was found no
place for them. And I saw the dead, small and great, standing before God, and books were opened. And another book was opened,
which is the Book of Life. And the dead were judged according to their works, by the things which were written in the books. The
sea gave up the dead who were in it, and Death and Hades delivered up the dead who were in them. And they were judged, each one
according to his works. Then Death and Hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And anyone not found written
in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire (Revelation 20:11-15).

JESUS CHRIST SAYS BELIEVERS AND UNBELIEVERS WILL NOT BE SEPARATED UNTIL THE END OF THE
AGE AT THE LAST DAY:

Then Jesus sent the multitude away and went into the house. And His disciples came to Him, saying, "Explain to us the parable of the
tares of the field." He answered and said to them: "He who sows the good seed is the Son of Man. The field is the world, the good
seeds are the sons of the kingdom, but the tares are the sons of the wicked one. The enemy who sowed them is the devil, the harvest
is the end of the age, and the reapers are the angels. Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned in the fire, so it will be at the end
of this age. The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things that offend, and those who
practice lawlessness, and will cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth. Then the righteous will
shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. He who has ears to hear, let him hear!” (Matthew 13:36-43).

JESUS CHRIST SAYS NO ONE KNOWS THE DAY OR HOUR OF THE LAST DAY:

"But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father” (Mark 13:32).
